- Anything that we choose to focus on for our 
satisfaction other than Jesus Himself will only 
leave us feeling lost and empty.

- The Greek word for ‘believe’:

➢ pisteuōn 



1. Jesus is the source of the overflow 

- The grammar is in the present active participle 
in Greek:

➢ “the one who is believing”

➢ “he who continually believes”



1. Jesus is the source of the overflow 

- Believing in Jesus is not a one time event, it is 
a continuous process of believing in Him.



1. Jesus is the source of the overflow 

- Be honest with your struggles before God.

overflowing with thankfulness.



COLOSSIANS 2:6-8 (NIV)

8 See to it that no one takes you captive through hollow 
and deceptive philosophy, which depends on human 

tradition and the elemental spiritual forces of this world 
rather than on Christ.

- To continue to live our lives in Him means that 
we are to be in a constant relationship with 
Him. 



1. Jesus is the source of the overflow 

- Rooted and built up in Him:

➢ To be rooted is an agricultural image.

- Our faith in God needs deep roots to be stable 
and to flourish.

- To build deep roots in God takes time.

- A tree is not grown overnight.

- Built up in Him.

- This has the image of construction.

- Faith in God is not static, it should be growing.
